Definition of Terms: Just what is “Soul winning?” 

 

1. Soul winning is actively sharing what the Lord is doing in your life. 

2. Soul winning is actually listening to the spiritual needs of a person you 

are talking with. 

3. Soul winning is regularly praying for your lost friends. 

4. Soul winning is aggressively participating in a Gospel presentation. 

5. Soul winning is the Lord bringing conviction of sin and a desire for a 

person to be saved. 

 

NOW, let’s look at six simple steps in soul winning that 

will help us understand how to win others to the Lord: 

 

I. FIRST, WE MUST SPEND REGULAR 

TIME IN GOD’S WORD IN ORDER TO 

UNDERSTAND HIS OVERALL PLAN OF

B. Rise above your circumstances (Romans 5:3-5).
